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Learners will fi nd out about how unions can work with employers to tackle 
disability discrimination at work. Participants will gain an improved 
knowledge and understanding of hidden disabilities and impairments, and 
the challenges and stigma experienced by individuals in the workplace. 
Using the Social Model of Disability, the course will explore:

� the barriers that negatively impact on disabled workers

� the importance of policy and practices in supporting equal opportunity  
 in recruitment and in the workplace

� the opportunities for unions to work with employers to facilitate a   
 positive workplace culture, supporting disclosure and welcoming   
 reasonable adjustments
